There was the regular meeting of the Knowlton Township Planning Board on Tuesday,
September 23, 2014. Chairman Clayton Taylor led the Board in the flag salute. He

Approval of Minutes:

Mr. James made the motion to adopt the Regular Minutes of June 24, 2014. Motion
seconded by Mr. Tironi. Roll call vote in favor: James-Yes, Cuntala-Yes, Tironi-Yes,
Costantino-Yes, Clifford-Yes, Glynn-Abstain, and Taylor-Yes.

Completeness:

#14-002 John Mazzilli, Block 61, Lot 18-Minor Subdivision

Mr. Clifford recused himself as he is an adjacent property owner. George Gloede was
sworn in. Chairman Taylor questioned the adjacent property owners for the lot across the
street. The Board then went on to review Board Engineer Rodman's September 19, 2014
report, with the Applicant. A new #12 and #13 were added to address the property
owners within 200 feet and the distance from buildings to the wetlands. The Board
discussed what items could be waived for completeness and what items could be waived
in their entirety.

#8, #9, #10, #11 and waive for completeness: #1, #2, #3, #4, #12 and #13. Motion
seconded by Ms. Costantino.

Mr. Clifford resumed his position on the Board.

New Business:

#14-001 Gary Osmun, Block 68, Lots 27.01 & 27.02-Lot Line Adjustment

Thomas Knutelsky was present on behalf of the Board and he was sworn in. Also
present Gary Osmun, who was also sworn in. Mr. Knutelsky went on to review the
proposed minor subdivision/lot line adjustment. He presented the following drawings,
which were marked as exhibits:

He then reviewed Board Engineer Rodman's June 20th, 2014 report. Board Engineer
